This year the Massachusetts College of Optometry gained a new publication and organization with a
concept unique from the past organizations of the school.

In January 1966, the Student Council voted on a bill to establish an organization that would have
a direct educational value to the students of MCO. After the bill was passed, Dave Ferris appointed
Mike Newman to investigate and form such an organization.

The constitution was drawn up and ratified by the student council, and accepted by Dean Kamens
during the late summer months.

The objectives of ACUITY are:

1. To broaden Optometric interest and education through a publication that will review events
in Optometric art and science not fully covered in the Optometric educational program.

2. To review present new advances in Optometric art and science.

3. To foster scholastic excellence and professional character and to inspire its members to service
and leadership dedicated to the advancement of Optometry.

Unlike most new organizations which start out at a slow pace, ACUITY pushed ahead under the
Chairmanship of Mike Newman, and published four issues this year. Each issue showed a healthy trend
of being better and bigger than the one before it.

Articles this year have included such interesting topics as: Hypnosis in Optometry, Ocular Pros-
thetics, Hydrophilic Contact Lenses, Keratoplasty, Accommodative-Convergence Relationships, Lens
Effectivity, Fiber Optics, New Vision Training Procedures, Industrial Vision, and others.

ACUITY has been accepted by the students as a new source of information on a student level and
the enthusiasm of the student body will keep ACUITY a strong and growing organization.
