As we emerge as fledgling 
optometrists from our four 
(or possible six or seven) 
years of training we may no­
tice that the world situation 
is considerably different 
from when we started.

History indeed roled on­
ward, and as we toiled over 
ray tracing problems and 
anatomy diagrams our first 
year some rather disturbing 
things were happening. In 
Beirut a terrorists' truck 
bomb blew up a Marine 
barracks killing 241 Ameri­
can servicem en. Soviet 
fighters shot down civilian 
KAL flight 007 killing all 
269 passengers and crew. 
AIDS was fast becoming an 
epedemic rather than a 
medical curiosity. On the 
bright side, a successful 
shuttle launch propelled 
Sally Ride to fame as Ameri­
ca's first women in orbit.

In 1984 we finished our first 
year and began the tedious, 
mind numbing "OD II" 
phase of life. George O r­
well's famous year will not 
be remembered for “Big 
Brother", but perhaps for 
the "Big Gipper" as the 
American public brought 
Ronald Reagan and George 
Bush an overwhelming vic­
tory over a humiliated Wal­
ter "Fritz" Mondale and 
"Come Clean" Geraldine 
Ferraro. Millions of Ethiopi­
ans starved to death in the 
c lu tch es  of p ersistan t 
drought and the savage po­
litical strategy of their lead­
ers. Almost as tragic: the 
summer Olympics vaulted 
Mary Lou Retton into our 
Wheaties and Energizer 
commercials (It's SUPER- 
charged!!).

1985 brought an end to 
eternities spent in class­
room 4 and a beginning for

milleniums in classroom 1, 
At least OD III would be our 
last year in classrooms, a 
light at the end of the tun­
nel. Terrorism once again 
makes the headlines when 
153 hostages aboard a TWA 
flight out of Athens are held 
in Beirut. Later that year, 
the Achille Lauro cruise 
ship is hijacked. Mexico 
City suffers a devastating 
earthquake leaving 7,000 
dead, 30,000 homeless. Bob 
Geldof organizes the Live 
Aid concert, Mikhail G or­
bachev rises to power in the 
Soviet Union, and the Titan­
ic is finally found and pho­
tographed.

1986 marked the beginning 
of the end. W e would finally 
be getting out into the clin­
ics and trying to look like 
real optometrists, 1986 was 
also a heartbreaking year 
for Boston sports fans. Janu­
ary brought us the decima­
tion of the Patriots at the 
bloody claws of the Chica­
go Bears. It was the largest 
point spread in Super Bowl 
history. Worse was the O c­
tober World Series fiasco 
when, in the last out of the 
last inning of the sixth 
game, Red Sox First-base- 
man Bill Buckner made his 
historic error and gave the 
New York Mets the victory 
and the momentum to go on 
and win game seven.

Not only Boston sports fans 
would remember 1986 with 
sadness in their hearts. The 
Soviet Union's Chernobyl 
nuclear plant melted down 
and blighted all of eastern 
Europe with radioactive fal­
lout. As we sat in classroom 
1 on a cold Tuesday morn­
ing on January 28, Christa 
McAuliffe teacher, mother, 
first “ordinary" citizen to be 
on a shuttle crew died with 
six other crew members in

the tragic C h a lle n g e r  ex­
plosion a mere 74 seconds 
after launch.
