Historic Landmarks In Optometry

In Europe, the use of spectacles became popular among Italy, the Netherlands, Germany, and later 
Spain early in the thirteenth century. Roger Bacon, a Franciscan monk from England, had a great in­
terest in lenses which could aid vision. Bacon helped to spread knowledge of spectacles and gave 
considerable impetus to their use throughout his travels. In 1268, Roger bacon in Opus Majus referred 
to lenses used for reading including a description of convex reading glasses. In fact, the first lenses 
used were convex lenses primarily for presbyopic individuals. As people began to use their eyes for 
more detailed work and for more prolonged periods of time, the accuracy of lens prescriptions became 
more important and refined.

In 1623, the first book to discuss defective vision and the corrective strength of spectacles was writ­
ten by Spaniard Benito Daza d’Valdez. The name of the book was “ The Use of Spectacles for All 
Kinds of Sight”  and it combined the scientific knowledge of optics and lenses with the practice of op­
tometry. In fact, Valdez is often cited as the first optometric educator.

As the colonists settled in America, the practice of optometry began to develop as an independent 
profession. John McAllister is credited with opening the first optical shop in the United States around 
1783.



History Of NEWENCO

The New England College of Optometry was founded in 1894 as the Klein School of Optics by Au­
gust A. Klein, a Boston Ophthalmologist. The program of study was one year long and two students 
were graduated at the end of the first year. In 1909, the course was expanded to two years, offered as 
the last two years of high school education. The Klein School of Optics became the Massachusetts 
School of Optometry in 1919, and by 1930, required four years of high school prior to enrollment.

The school was again renamed in 1946 to the Massachusetts College of Optometry. The college oc­
cupied the Horace Mann Building located at the corner of Newbury and Exeter Streets. The facilities ot 
the building were adequate for the total enrollment which, at that time, was less than 200 students. 
Durinq the 1950’s, MCO was given the right to confer the Bachelor of Science degree in Optometry 
and then the Doctor of Optometry degree. The College again changed its name to the New England 
College of Optometry in 1976. Today, as the oldest establishment of optometnc educaltion NEW­
ENCO provides a four year professional program for students with at least three years of college and 
offers a two year program for person’s holding Ph.D s in the sciences.

VOSH, founded nationally in 1972, has provided 
valuable care to the indigenous populations of the 
world since its inception. Our chapter of VOSH is 
unique, in that, we entirely operated by the students 
who participate. Students who become members of 
VOSH donate several hours of their time to preserve 
the precious gift of sight.

There are four different sections or programs that 
make our chapter of VOSH work.
